The CDSG was officially founded in 1985 at Fort Monroe, Virginia and incorporated in 1993.  The first “St. 
Babs” conference was held in 1978 to visit the harbor defenses of New York.  Subsequent annual CDSG confer-
ences have visited all the major former harbor defenses of  continental United States, and the current schedule is 
revisiting those sites. The tours have been held to Bermuda (1990/98), Hawaii (1991), Corregidor (1991/96/01/06), 
Panama (1993), Victoria (1995), Halifax (1999), Vladivostok (2002) and Spain/Gibraltar (2005), Helsinki, Finland 
and St. Petersburg, Russia (2007).

Membership is open to any person or organization interested in the study or history of the coast defenses and 
fortifications.  Membership in the CDSG will allow you to attend the annual conference, special tours and receive 
the CDSG’s quarterly journal.
