The tours have been held to Bermuda (1990/98), Hawaii (1991), Corregidor (1991/96/01/06),
Panama (1993), Victoria (1995), Halifax (1999), Vladivostok (2002) and Spain/Gibraltar (2005), Helsinki, Finland
and St. Petersburg, Russia (2007).
